You can leave the files here or store them anywhere you choose. Copy it to the
network or onto your flash drive. (If you copy clips onto your flash drive, you will
need to have the flash drive plugged in anytime you are working on your movie.)

Editing your clips:

One way to trim a video clip is to click on the edge of it in Timeline view. Drag the
edge toward to left to cut off the end of the clip.

Watch what happens to your

video clip in the preview

window.

To create a bridge between clips that helps hold the movie together, you can add
a transition. The easiest way to add transitions to your movie is while you’re in

Storyboard view.

To see Transition options click
on View Video Transitions in
the Movie Tasks Window.

Choose the transition you like and
click and drag it into the box
positioned between the two clips.
